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With an emphasis on
creativity, Larry Thornburg
retires after 35 years

Larry Thornburg

“One of the great things about having a long history
here is that | run into former students who are doing
so well, and are very successful, wherever | go -
and I'm talking nationwide.”

That’s how the interview with Larry Thornburg
started. We were at a local deli in Pittsburg during
a busy lunchtime last May. Every few steps, as we
followed the restaurant owner to our seats, former
students and friends were waving and shaking
hands with him. Many stopped to chat.

Most people think of him as one of the most
beloved PSU professors, as was reflected by the
warm regards and smiles seen everywhere we went
together that day. In December, after 35 years of
masterful teaching, Mr. “T,” as most know him, will
be retiring.

An Industrial Arts major in college, Mr. T got
his first experience in printing while attending Fort
Hays State Teachers College (now Fort Hays State
University).

His first teaching job was at Friend’s Bible

College in Haviland, Kan. where
he started their printing program in
1967. He also served there as the
Dean of Students for a time.

35 years of experience

“| started at PSU in 1973
teaching almost every subject the
Department of Printing offered at
the time. | taught layout and design,
photomechanical processes, printing,
bindery — you name it, | taught it.
In those days Dr. Vequist was chair
and none of the current faculty were
working here. Dave Butler, Dean
Powell, Roy Boyer, Richard ‘Jake’
Jacques, and Robert Roberts were
here. Jesus Rodriguez started soon
after | came on and Ray Bachura
soon after that.

Every one of the teachers at
that time taught a wide variety of
subjects. We all had three classes
and for the other 25% of our job
we supervised an area of the
department. My area was bindery.
The department did all the printing

for the university and students in
the program helped. They learned
valuable work ethics as they often
saw projects go from start to finish.

For many years | was in charge
of the Graphic Arts Club. We did a
lot of projects together. We made
floats for parades, decorated cars for
homecoming and had a lot of fun.

Some of my greatest memories are
the field trips and the traveling. In
those days we had a standing trip to
Ashdown, Ark. to visit the paper mill
there. They treated us like dignitaries
with free overnight housing, free
meals and executives from the
company guiding tours of the plant
and having meals with us. It was
excellent and we did that for many
years. Usually | had one other faculty
member and 12 students. | never
had a single problem with students
on these trips.

Other travel memories are ones

with staff and faculty. We went to
Los Angeles, Atlanta, Chicago, St.
Louis and many other places. When
we went to GraphExpo in 2001, |
was scheduled to return to Pittsburg
on September 11, but the planes
were all grounded due to the attacks
that day. We finally got a train that
took 13 hours to get from Chicago to
Kansas City. That was a scary time
but all of the other trips were great
fun and good camaraderie.

In my classes | always tried to
have fun. One of my funniest and
strangest memories is of a time
in the mid ‘70s when some of my
students suggested | ‘wear a cheap
tie to work’ the next day and that
they had ‘a great idea to liven up the
class.” | wore the tie and about 15
minutes into my lecture, three big
guys from the back of the room came
up to me, grabbed me, picked me
up and held me while one other guy
clipped my tie into small pieces. All
this while | continued to lecture. One
of the students in the back yelled,
‘Oh my gosh, they’re going to kill
him!" but they put me down and |
finished the lecture with a tiny stub
of a tie. The class was certainly lively
that day but I'm not sure how much
photography was taught.”

Departmental
changes

“It was 1996, just before we moved
from Whitesitt Hall to our new
facility in the Tech Center that | was
asked to develop a new curriculum
for photography. The need seemed
apparent since the classes were
always full. Soon two new classes
were added to the ones we already
had. It was about that same time
that the university printing split from
the department and teachers were
assigned a class load of 4 classes
with no production supervision.
| was assigned to teach entirely
photography classes and have since.
These classes have been very
successful and well supported,
especially the last five or six years.
We have an excellent assortment of
cameras, shooting facilities, lighting
and instruction space.”

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Always taking advantage of technology

Linda Grilz
joined the
faculty of the
Department
of Graphics
and Imaging
Technologies
in the fall of
2005. Her
teaching
responsibilities
include the Introduction to Graphics
Technology, Senior Project and

the new Digital and Variable Data
Technologies classes.

Grilz is also in charge of
coordinating the many departmental
field trips and guest speaker
symposiums sponsored by GIT each
semester. In addition, she serves
on many important committees and
works as a student adviser.

Her affiliation with Pitt State,
however, started nearly 39 years
earlier when, as a student majoring
in Business Management, she
gained her first experience in
printing while working for the
Duplicating Center. Linda received
her bachelor’s degree from Pitt State
in 1973.

“The first time | met Dr. Vequist,
then chair of the Department of
Printing (now GIT), was when
he hired me to manage the Copy
Center. My only printing experience
was during those earlier years as
a student running that small offset
press. He took a chance on me and
his confidence left a mark.

In the years that followed | was
managing the in-plant printing
operations at Pittsburg State. During
those same early years, in 1977, |
finished a master’s degree in Print
Management, which was another
early connection to the Department
of Printing.

My challenge has always been
to take advantage of the technology
whenever | could. One vivid memory
of technology advancing was the
day when Dr. Vequist brought in that
little Apple computer and told us it
would change the way we do print. |
was shocked at the thought of doing
print without a graphic arts camera,
but we did and the result was faster

turn around, fewer mistakes and
generally a cost effective move.

With the support of an excellent
staff, we added mailing to our
services. This turned out to be a
natural merging of like services and
soon we became a one-stop-shop for
our customers, providing everything
from desktop publishing, production
printing and copying, finishing and
mailing.

Copying services became more
popular than we expected. In no
time we had doubled the number
of copies we had anticipated and
we started looking for more robust
equipment. We decided to sell our
Heidelberg GTO four-color press
and replace it with a high-speed
digital color press. The day we sold
that press, part of my heart left the
building too.

The move from offset to digital
was a good move for us though
because of the quantities we ran.
Most of the color was short run and
anything with bigger quantities was
brokered to outside printers. The
additional advantage of the digital
output was the ability to produce
variable data printing.

My career in printing has been
surrounded by change. There
isn't any time to sit back on our
laurels anymore. New technology is
constantly available. The challenge
to us is to research the technology,
fully understand our market and
place the equipment that fits our
business and serves our customers.
I'm often reminded by the vision of
Dr. Vequist when he told me years
ago that change is inevitable.

As my career has turned from
production to teaching, | find myself
in the midst of change once again!
Keeping in step with the technology,
the ability to bring it to the classroom
so that our graduates are prepared to
the best of my abilities continues to
challenge me. The thing | like most
about this career is there is never a
dull moment!”

As she heads into her forth
decade at Pitt State, Grilz smiles and
makes this observation, “Now | get
the opportunity to shape and mold
students rather than print products.”
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GIT professors win faculty awards

“I always emphasize creativity and
design. These are the qualities
that clients will always desire.
(Photographers should) plan
shots carefully. Don’t depend on
Photoshop to make repairs after the
exposure.

| always liked film for the delayed
reaction of students seeing their
efforts come alive in a tray of photo
chemicals. Digital is great and has
certainly replaced film in commercial
photography but we have lost some
of the reward that film provided.

The students here at PSU are
and have always been high caliber.
But one change I've seen over the
years is that advances in technology
seem to stifle creativity. That's why

I've always tried to get students
to focus on that aspect of it. Good
photographers start with a plan
before shooting. Too often students
think something interesting will just
happen but that's not the way it
works. Design, plan, work out ideas
then follow the plan rather than
shooting without direction.

Teaching offers lots of rewards.
My hope is that I've imparted some
techniques and helped students
develop a sense of style, but most
importantly, | hope I've made a
difference in people’s lives.

| want to quit while I'm still going
up. | want my last semester to be
super! | always say that if | cease to
have fun, | cease to teach and I'm
still having fun.”

GIT students discuss the pros and cons

For the third summer semester in as
many years, some GIT students have

responded to the questionnaire. Here
are the questions and some of the

taken the class called Graphic Design student comments:

entirely online. The class is taught
by David Oldham using the Internet-
based class delivery software called
ANGEL.

ANGEL has been in use at Pitt
State for just over a year. Before,
the university used similar software
called Blackboard.

All instruction, examples,
assignments and evaluations are
provided online. Students are
required to log in at least twice a
day for updates and new instruction.
The class is only four weeks long so
assignments come fast and everyday
- including weekends.

“I provide words, pictures,
drawings and animations to help
explain the assignments,” said
Oldham. “Students do sketches
of logo designs and page layouts,
photograph them and send them
to me through the email function of
ANGEL.

“I compile and evaluate their
efforts then write comments and
suggestions for each. The software
allows students to view the
comments, respond if they want, and
see their grades instantly updated,
24 hours a day.

“In addition, we can have group
discussions in which they can
respond to a question, see everyone
else’'s comments and respond to
those comments. | find the writing
that | get from online classes to be
of very high quality compared to
traditional classroom discussions.

“Obviously the convenience of the
class is an advantage that students
appreciate. Also, they can view the
instructions as many times and as
often as needed.

“At the end of the four weeks, |
sent out a questionnaire asking them
to respond to their experiences in the
class,” said Oldham. “l was pleased
with the answers. Their comments
will help me provide a better class
next time.”

There were 11 students in the
class this summer. Six of them
