The general education 

curriculum, therefore, acts as the heart of a university education by developing the 

capacities that typify the educated person and providing a basis for life-long learning 

and intellectual, ethical, and an esthetic fulfillment. General education examines the 

world around us and fosters and understanding of our interactions with the world and 

our place in the universe. General education celebrates the creative capacities of 

humankind and helps to preserve and transmit o future generations the values, 

knowledge, wisdom, and sense of history that are our common heritage.

language. Such authentic materials include audiotapes, videotapes, pictures, music, and 

internet resources among others. 

-The practice of situations that show the sociolinguistic appropriateness of language 

use in different communicative instances.

The department of Modern Languages and Literatures has a retro-credits program 

designed to reward students who have already spent years learning languages in high 

school. Students must sign up for the program with Kathy Dyer, Department Secretary, 

during the first three weeks of the semester in which they take their first language 

course at PSU.
