support, other students will join them in their efforts when 
they realize that a positive social and academic life can exist at 
Pittsburg State without the use of alcohol or other substances.

The Substance Free communities have been in existence
for three years and have been extremely close knit

communities.  They are located on Tanner
Annex 3rd (female) and 4th (men) floors.  Both

floors are air-conditioned and have network connections.
