*Two recommendations (Graduate Study Recommendation Form) completed by a public school
administrator, a peer teacher, and/or university instructor

*Writing sample based upon Reading Standards (Please see attached prompt, rubric,
and standards.)

* In alignment with state licensure requirements, Pittsburg State University requires all education
majors applying to teacher education to complete a background check with Validity Screening
Solutions Background check.  Please refer to the Criminal Background Check Instructions for further
information.

*Conditional entry:  If overall GPA is below 3.0 on undergraduate degree, candidate will be admitted
on the condition that a 3.0 is maintained in the first 12 hours of coursework.
NOTE:  A GPA of 3.0 is required for successful completion of this program.
