Please refer to the Criminal Background Check Instructions for further 
information. 

• Conditional entry: If overall GPA is below 3.0 on undergraduate degree, candidate will be admitted on 
condition that a 3.0 is maintained in the first 12 hours of coursework. NOTE: A GPA of 3.0 is required for 
successful completion of this program.
